DAY 1~ SUNDAY~ OCTOBER 19
USA/BEIJING
Begin your extraordinary journey to China today as you fly to Beijing. (Meals Aloft)

DAY 2~ MONDAY~ OCTOBER 20

BEIJING

Today your plane touches down in Beijing, which was declared the capital city of China in 1057 B.C. Briefly, prior to 1949
in the western world, Beijing was known as Peking and throughout the centuries it has been known by a variety of names
- Ji, Zhongdu and Dadu; in 1421, Emperor Chengzu renamed

it Beijing. Located in northeast China, it is the second largest

populated city behind Shanghai and is recognized by the

People’s Republic of China as its political, educational and

cultural center. Beijing was the host of the 2008 Summer

Olympics.

Hotel New Otani Chang Fu Gong is located in Downtown Beijing
near a metro station and close to Tiananmen Square. All 438 rooms
are tastefully decorated with fresh modern colors, elegant dark wood
furniture and spacious en-suite bathrooms with designer toiletries.

DAY 3~ TUESDAY~ OCTOBER 21

BEIJING/TTANANMEN SQUARE/FORBIDDEN CITY

Wear comfortable walking shoes today as your tour will cover
some of the largest historical areas in the world. (Early risers
will have the opportunity to view the guard of honor raise the
Five Star Red Flag of China so it may fly high in the sky above
Tiananmen Square.) After breakfast, meet with your guides
and escorts before heading over to Tiananmen Square. Outside
China, the Square is best known as the location of the 1989
student demonstration. Built almost 600 years ago, it was
renovated in 1651 and enlarged to its current size of 109 acres
in 1949, making it the largest urban open-square in the world.
Only two fixtures inhabit this space, the 125-feet high granite
Monument to the People’s Heroes, China’s largest monument,
built in 1952, and the Mao Zedong Memorial Hall where
Chairman Mao’s body lies in a crystal coffin surrounded by fresh flowers and grasses.

Tiananmen Square faces the main entrance to the Imperial Palace Grounds, also known as the Forbidden City. Tour these
grounds occupied from the Mid-Ming dynasty through the Qing dynasty by 24 emperors. The last emperor of China, Pu
Yi, abdicated in 1912 and now the Forbidden City houses a wealth of rare treasures and antiquities. Artabounds
throughout on ceilings and walls with numerous galleries displaying bronzes, porcelains, crafts, paintings, calligraphies,
jewelry and clocks.

Construction began on The Forbidden City in 1406 and ended 14 years later. Surrounded by a 20-foot deep moat adorned
with illuminated fountains and encased behind a 33-foot high wall designed to withstand cannon attack, its 188-acres of
grounds are home to 800 buildings comprised of 9,999 rooms. Yellow is the symbol of the royal family and dominates
throughout from the glazed roof tiles, palace decorations and the bricks used to pave the grounds. One noticeable
deviation from the color scheme is the royal library’s black roof, believed to represent water that would extinguish a fire.
Designated a World Heritage Site in 1987, it is the largest collection of preserved ancient wooden structures in the world.
Divided into two sections, the Northern Section (Inner Court) was where the emperor would work and live with his
family and maid-servants. The Southern Section (Outer Court) was where the emperor exercised his command and rule
over the country. The largest wooden structure in China and most magnificent hall is located here - the Hall of Supreme
Harmony, where enthronement and wedding ceremonies took place. Within this elaborate complex of buildings, halls,
palaces and pavilions, you will find a small oasis of
relaxation at the Imperial Garden. The imperial family
would come here to unwind along footpaths paved in a
mosaic pattern created from small stones that meander
among the exquisite beauty of flowers, ancient trees and
springs.

Surrounding the Forbidden City are several thousand
ancient city alleys, built over 800 years ago beginning in
the Yuan dynasty and continuing through the Ming and
Qing dynasties. They are called hutongs, and each
emperor would establish their hutongs based on etiquette
and class. The imperial kinsmen and aristocrats occupied
hutongs near the Forbidden City, while merchants and
other ordinary people were relegated to hutongs farther
north and south of the palace. The hutong was designed




around a quadrangle building with an inner courtyard. Today,
many of the ancient hutongs have been destroyed to make room
for modern residential buildings. However, those that still exist
will give you an interesting look into the life of a Beijing resident
as you tour via a rickshaw.

Take a leisurely stroll around the Houhai area, where the lakeside
is lined with a variety of shops, restaurants, and lively bars.

DAY 4~WEDNESDAY~ OCTOBER 22
BEIJING/TEMPLE OF HEAVEN/SUMMER PALACE

This morning, travel to the southern part of Beijing to see China’s largest existing complex of ancient sacrificial buildings
- the Temple of Heaven. Built in 1420 on a central axis, its sparkling white marble buildings and altars cover 667 acres.
Emperors would come to the Temple of Heaven to worship and offer sacrifices to Heaven. The principle buildings are the
Altar of Prayer for Good Harvests, Imperial Vault of Heaven and Circular Mound Altar. Inside the buildings, you will be
astounded at the breathtaking beauty of the intricate and detailed paintings that adorn the walls and pillars. Interesting
architectural touches enhance the mysterious atmosphere of the Temple, such as the Three Echo Stones just outside the
Imperial Vault. Stand on the first step entering the Vault and speak, you will hear one echo. Stand on the second step
and you will hear two echoes! Also, if you and a friend stand at each end of the wall enclosing the Imperial Vault of
Heaven, and whisper to each other, the wall will act as a conduit for your voice, just like a telephone.

Your afternoon tour is in what was once known as the “Versaille of the East.” Today, what remains of the former Summer
Palace is shattered ruins. Almost 850 acres of gardens were full of Jesuit-designed palaces and hundreds of Chinese,
Tibetan and Mongolian-style buildings before they were all looted by the French and subsequently burned by the British
in 1860 at the end of Second Opium War. The fire reportedly lasted three days and the event has been inscribed in
Chinese history books as a low point in China’s humiliation by foreign powers.



Here, you'll explore what is now a public park:
the breadth of the Palace Buildings Scenic Area
can be viewed in the Eternal Spring Garden.
There were once more than ten buildings here,
designed by Jesuits Giuseppe Castiglione and
Michael Benoist.

The Great Fountain Ruins are considered the
best-preserved relics. Dating back to 1759, the
main building featured a lion-head fountain.
Here, you'll find five large stone screens
embellished with European carvings of military
flags, armour, swords and guns. Discovered on
the grounds of Peking University in the 1970’s,
the screens were restored and then returned to
their original positions.

Enjoy a scenic cruise on Kunming Lake, where you'll take in the picturesque hills, elegant bridges, and pagodas that

adorn the palace grounds.

DAY 5~THURSDAY~OCTOBER 23
BEIJING~GREAT WALL OF THE MUTIANYU
SECTION

Today, you'll visit the Mutianyu section of the
Great Wall, renowned for its scenic beauty as it
winds for over a mile through the rugged
landscape of Huairou County, about 44 miles
northeast of Beijing. This stretch of the wall,
dating back to the mid-6th century, was
strategically built along steep ridges and deep
valleys to protect against invasions, guarding
the area between Jyongguan Pass in the west
and Gubeikou Gateway in the east. Standing
23-26 feet high and 13-16 feet wide at the top
(widening to 16-20 feet at the base), the wall
features impressive fortifications, including 22
blockhouses and watchtowers. Among them is

the iconic Zheng Bei Tai, a castle-like structure. Unique front and rear battlements ensured soldiers could defend
themselves from attacks on all sides. As you ascend via cable car, you'll be surrounded by lush greenery and ancient trees,

adding a touch of tranquility to this breathtaking historical
journey.

Indulge in a Beijing specialty, Roasted Duck, at a local restaurant
for dinner.

DAY 6~FRIDAY~OCTOBER 24

BEIJING/TTIANJIN

This morning you will be met by your national guide
and transferred to Tianjin, a major city in the north,
with over 600 years of history and cultural heritage.
Being the cradle of China’s modern mechanic industry
and textile industry, Tianjin is an important industrial
centre in China. This dynamic city is known for being
the biggest port in northern China and for its Five Great
Avenues, home to more than 200 European-style
buildings from its foreign concession era. Tianjin is
home to the only ferris wheel built on a bridge, the
Tianjin Eye as well as to the Tianjin Juilliard School.
(approximately 2 V2 hours drive).

In the afternoon, take a tour of the Porcelain House, an architectural marvel where every element—from the windows and
doors to the pillars, eaves, and rooftops — is intricately embellished with a variety of china pieces. The intricate design and
sheer uniqueness of the house make it truly one of a kind, with no other structure in the world quite like it.

The Astor Hotel of Tianjin has been the city’s premiere luxury accommodation choice for more than 150 years. Opened in 1863, The
Astor Hotel is truly an iconic piece of history. The hotel has a small museum that tells the story of the hotel and of Tianjin, a city that

used to be one of the few cities open to foreigners. Astor hotel
overlooks the Hai River and is located in the former British
concessional district. The hotels 152 elegant rooms are air
conditioned and include a flat-screen TV, a mini bar and a
private bathroom with free toiletries. They all offer an in-
room safe, a bathtub and internet access. The hotel features
five exciting dining and wining venues .Free Wi-Fi
Overnight at the ASTOR HOTEL, in superior rooms.

DAY 7~SATURDAY~OCTOBER 25
BEIJING/TTIANJIN

Today, follow your guide and sinologist for a walking
and talking tour in former French and British
concessions of Tinajin..

Tour of the former French and British
concessions of Tianjin. (about 4.3 miles on foot
and by bike, in 3 hours) Tianjin's leasehold
concessions, located on the banks of the Haihe
River, were leased to foreign powers from 1860
following the Second Opium War. Then, after
the end of the Empire in 1911, Chinese notables
and other warlords built sumptuous residences
here, taking advantage of extra territoriality to
protect their assets from the instability of the
Republic of China. Hundreds of listed buildings
survived the wars and the 1976 earthquake, and

your exploration will reveal an urban heritage that owes as much to the taste of a Chinese elite as to the foreign presence

Next, visit Jingyuan Garden, a Spanish-style villa that once served as the residence of China's last emperor, Puyi. As you
wander through the villa’s grounds, you'll gain insight into the personal life and historical significance of this enigmatic
figure. For a deeper understanding, it’s worth reading up on Puyi beforehand — watching the film The Last Emperor is
also highly recommended for a captivating portrayal of his life.

DAY 8~SUNDAY~OCTOBER 26

TIANJIN/XIAN

Transfer to the the railway station for your high speed train
ride to Xian (approximately 6 hours). The eternal city of Xian,
known as Chang’an in previous centuries, is one of the
birthplaces of ancient civilization in the Yellow River Basin
area. The capital of the Shaanxi Province in the southern
part of the Guanzhong Plain, it is flanked by the Weihe
River to the south and the Qinling Mountains to the north.
During the past 3,100 years, the emperors of 13 dynasties
have ruled from here, and it is one of the four major
ancient civilization capitals of the world, the others being
Athens, Cairo and Rome. Upon arrival, you will be met by your local guide and transfer to a local restaurant for lunch.

In the afternoon visit Xi’ans Muslim Quarter situated in
the center part of Xi'an between the Drum Tower and
Great Mossque. The quarter covers several blocks
inhabitated by over 20,000 Muslims. The area is famous for
its mosques, and authentic Muslim food. The souvenir
market is another feature of the area.

A stylish hotel in the ancient city walls where the ancient meets
the new, stands the Hilton Xi'an, a modern hotel set within the
historic City Wall of Xi’an. You are steps away from shops,
restaurants, and entertainment venues, as well as iconic
landmarks such as the beautiful Bell Tower.

DAY 9~MONDAY~OCTOBER 27

TIANJIN/XIAN

Today’s visit begins at “the eighth major miracle of the
world” - the Museum of Qin Terra Cotta Warriors and
Horses. Witness one of the most significant on-going
archeological excavation sites of the 20th century with

Mrs. Tian Jing, researcher, and vice president of the
Mausoleum Museum of the first Emperor of Qin, engaged in
research of the Qin-Han culture for more than 30 years. She is
passionate about all things Terra Cotta and the Shaanxi
province. She has been the guide for Henry Kissinger, Bill &
Hillary Clinton, and many celebrities from around the world.

Over 8,000 terra cotta soldiers, horses, chariots

and weapons have been unearthed throughout

this 50-acre complex, with many restored to their

original grandeur. Discovered in 1974 by a group

of peasants digging a well, it is actually a tomb

created over 2,000 years ago for Emperor Qin Shi

Huang, who began designing his mausoleum

when he was just 13 years old. Divided into three

sections; Named after the order they were found,

Pit One houses the largest number of life- size

terra cotta soldiers with archeologists expecting to

uncover over 6,000 cavalrymen, infantrymen and

archers; currently, approximately 204 are on

display in battle formation. Pit two is home to

approximately 1,000 life-size warriors acting as

the flank force. Pit three is the military command

center with 68 warriors, a war chariot and four horses. In addition, there are numerous ‘side pits” that house discoveries
including rare birds and animals, stables, the tombs of Emperor Qin Shi Huang’s children and historical relics created
from gold, silver, bronze, iron, pottery, jade, shellfish, lacquered wares, and silk fabrics.

All of the life-size warriors and horses were made of local clay and weigh
from 242 pounds to 660 pounds, with an average height of almost six feet.
Their construction was an in-depth, multi-step process, and some experts
believe real soldiers served as models, due to the different features each one
exhibits. After each statue was finished, the craftsmen inscribed their names
on the back of the robe, legs or armor, and over 80 of their names have been
discovered.

This underground palace of the first emperor in China, was constructed over
38 years, from 246 to 208 BCE, and is situated underneath a 250 foot-tall tomb
mound shaped like a truncated pyramid.

Your afternoon is at leisure to
explore Xian on your own.

This evening, enjoy the Tang
Dynasty Dance Show and a
dumpling banquet. The Tang
Dynasty Music and Dance Show, a
wonderful performance of the
ancient music and dance, is a must
for anyone visiting Xian. The city
has a very long history, and was the imperial capital during 13 dynastic periods.
Of these, the Tang Dynasty (618 - 907) was the most prosperous and glorious of
all. The Tang Dynasty Music and Dance Show is an outstanding exponent of
this ancient stable and prosperous society, keeping alive its splendid culture and
providing an insight into the peaceful life style of the period. By combining
poetry with the skilled playing of musical instruments, singing, dancing and
also stunning costumes, the modern presentation gives you an impressive view
of ancient China including its splendid history, brilliant arts, distinct traditions
and customs.

DAY 10~TUESDAY~OCTOBER 28
X1IAN/CHENGDU

Transfer to the t railway station for your high speed train ride to Chengdu located in the Sichuan province. Upon arrival
you are met and escorted to your hotel for the next two nights. Chengdu is the birthplace of the Sichuan Opera and you
will enjoy a visit. Chinese opera, an art form that dates back as
far as the Three Kingdoms period (200 AD), is a diverse style
of music. It has a long history and countless plays and a rich
and unique means of utilizing music and performance on the
stage. Follow your guide for a chance to go backstage to see
how the actors and actresses do their makeup and have a chat
with them.

Next stop at a local tea house, relax and immerse yourself in
the local environment with the people of Chengdu.

Check into your hotel where the rest of the day is at leisure.

Located close to Wide and Narrow Street and People's Park, Tibet
Hotel Chengdu overlooks the [ialing River. All of the 271
individually furnished air-conditioned rooms have sound-proofed
windows and bathrooms include a sauna, along with comforts such as a hair dryer, designer toiletries and bathrobes.

DAY 11~WEDNESDAY~OCTOBER 29

CHENGDU~ PANDA BREEDING RESEARCH CENTER &
DUJIANGYAN IRRIGATION PROJECT

Get ready to delve into the world of the Giant Panda.
Currently, there are fewer than 1,400 pandas left in the wild
and 80% are located in the Sichuan province. Spend the
morning learning about these amazing creatures as you visit
the Chengdu Panda Breeding Research Center, established
in 1987, and situated on 92 acres of verdant bamboo, bright
flowers and rolling hills. With over 150 pandas, the
Chengdu Panda Research Base is equipped with the latest
technology and research materials to gain a further
understanding in how we can protect the panda and maintain, if not increase its numbers.

The park is set up to resemble the mountain and forest
regions in north Sichuan, the original home of the Giant
Panda, with extensive bamboo trees and large green spaces.
The center takes great pains to imitate the panda’s natural
habitat so they will have the best chance to breed and rear
these unique creatures, and in the future release them back
into the wild. Giant Pandas spend the majority of their day
sleeping. Tour the grounds, which are also home to other
rare and endangered animals, such as the red panda, Black-
necked Crane and White Stork.

In 1993, the center welcomed the opening of The Giant Panda Museum to further scientific education and improve public
awareness, in order to protect both the pandas and their environment. Here, you'll also get a chance to see the Red
Pandas, as a healthy population has been bred.

Continue with your visit to the Dujiangyan
Irrigation Project, a pearl in the water works
construction of ancient China. The
Dujiangyan Irrigation System is a historical
Chinese irrigation and flood control system
constructed around 250 BC by governor of
Shu, Li Bing and his son, near present day
Chengdu, which still supplies water to the
region. This irrigation system diverts part of
the Minjiang River into an aqueduct leading
to Chengdu. In order to build this irrigation
system, it was necessary to cut a path
through the mountains on the bank of the
Minjiang River. The builders accomplished

this before the invention of explosives by
repeatedly heating and cooling the rock to crack and weaken it. The system also includes a dike in the middle of the river
to help reduce the amount of silt that flows into the aqueduct. A spillway allows excess water to continue down the
Minjiang River to prevent the flooding of the Chengdu basin. The Dujiangyan Irrigation System is a pearl in the water
works construction of ancient China. Built over 2,200 years ago, it still provides benefits for the people.

Back to Chengdu to enjoy a hot pot dinner.

This morning, bid farewell to this mysterious land and its mist covered mountains, ancient structures and incredible
culture as you board your flight home.

3-DAY OPTIONAL POST-EXTENSION TO SUZHOU

DAY 12~THURSDAY~OCTOBER 30

CHENGDU/SHANGHAI/SUZHOU

Bid farewell to the rest of the group returning to the USA today as you fly to Shanghai where upon arrival you will meet
your local guide and transfer to Suzhou (approximately 1 2 hours). Suzhou, a city where ancient meets modern, is located
west of Shanghai, known for its canals, stone bridges, pagodas and classical gardens.

Take a leisure walk on Pingjiang Road, a historic
street which dates back to the South Song Dynasty.
Pingjiang Road is a stone route with a river flowing
along it. Seventeen stone bridges have stood over the
river near Pingjiang Road for hundreds of years.
Walking on the road is like stepping into the daily life
of people with delicious local food, handicrafts,
interesting arts, old residences, and local traditions.

Experience an evening visit to Humble
Administrator’s Garden, the largest and one of the
four most famous gardens in China. Listed as a World
Heritage Site in 1997 by UNESCO, Humble
Administrator's Garden in Suzhou is one of the top

four classical gardens in China. While here enjoy a
short performance of Kunqu opera, a World Intangible Cultural Heritage of China.



(Due to weather conditions, the garden might be closed in the evening and we’ll do the visit the next morning, but without the lights
and opera)

The 5-star Garden Hotel is located in the heart of Suzhou, offering easy access to the city's major attractions and business districts.
The hotel has 235 guestrooms, and each room is tastefully decorated with contemporary furnishings equipped with blackout curtains,
air conditioning, safe, ironing equipment, a mini-bar, a refrigerator and a flat-screen TV with cable channels. In the private bathroom,
guests will find a hairdryer, showering facilities and slippers for their comfort.

Your first stop of the day is at the Suzhou Museum,
known for its traditional handicrafts involving
paintings and calligraphic art. The exhibition
building was designed by the world famous Chinese-
American architect named .M. Pei and opened to
visitors in 2006. The museum holds abundant
porcelains, relics of the revolution, handicraft works,
calligraphies and paintings.

Find peace while enjoying the beauty of Lingering
Garden, a garden with a long history of more than
400 years. In the Lingering Garden, buildings, trees
and flowers blend harmoniously with their

surroundings. Liu Shu, one of the previous owners, was an enthusiast for stone collection. He collected many unusually
shaped lake stones in the garden, among which Guan Yun Feng is the most precious one and gains honor for the garden.

Take a cruise on Grand Canal, a part of Beijing-
Hangzhou grand canal. Suzhou Grand Canal has been
the golden waterway for thousands of years and
prospered the economy of Suzhou. Nowadays, there
are over 6,000 ships sailing by Suzhou Grand Canal,
which makes the Suzhou section the busiest section of
the whole Grand Canal.
